Mark 4:35-5:15

35 That day when evening came, he said to his disciples, “Let us go over to the other side.” 3¢ Leaving the crowd behind, they took
him along, just as he was, in the boat. There were also other boats with him. 37 A furious squall came up, and the waves broke
over the boat, so that it was nearly swamped. 3 Jesus was in the stern, sleeping on a cushion. The disciples woke him and said to
him, “Teacher, don’t you care if we drown?”

39He got up, rebuked the wind and said to the waves, “Quiet! Be still!”Then the wind died down and it was completely calm.

7 He shouted at the top of his voice, “What do
you want with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? In God’s hame don’t torture me!” 8 For Jesus had said to him, “Come out of
this man, you impure spirit!”

9Then Jesus asked him, “What is your name?”
“My name is Legion,” he replied, “for we are many.” *® And he begged Jesus again and again not to send them out of the area.

11 A large herd of pigs was feeding on the nearby hillside. > The demons begged Jesus, “Send us among the pigs; allow us to go
into them.” ¥ He gave them permission, and the impure spirits came out and went into the pigs. The herd, about two thousand
in number, rushed down the steep bank into the lake and were drowned.

14 Those tending the pigs ran off and reported this in the town and countryside, and the people went out to see what had
happened.’> When they came to Jesus, they saw the man who had been possessed by the legion of demons, sitting there,
dressed and in his right mind; and they were afraid.
